The Reshaping of the U.S. Indo-pacific Alliance System by
the Biden Administration and Its Impacts

Abstract: Alliances play an important role in U.S. international strategy. The Indo-Pacific Strategy of the Biden Administration
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focuses on and prioritizes restoring and enhancing its relations with its treaty allies in the Indo-Pacific (including Japan, Australia,
the Republic of Korea, the Philippines and Thailand), promoting closer cooperation among its allies, and reshaping its Indo-
Pacific alliances, which are also main ways to realize its strategic ends. In the past three years, the Biden Administration has
actively adjusted its relations with Indo-Pacific allies, maintaining interactions in bilateral, trilateral and multilateral formats and
conducting in-depth cooperation on multiple regional and international issues.

The reshaping of the U.S. Indo-Pacific alliance system by the Biden Administration will to a large extent change the
geopolitical and geo-economical landscape of the Indo-Pacific region, exerting profound impacts on the security environment and
situation of the Indo-Pacific region, relations between countries in the region, and the global landscape. Against the background
of the intensifying comprehensive competition launched by the U.S. against China, such reshaping will lead to the serious
deterioration of China’s security environment.
